FAITAS 2.0 Registration Process

The Federal Acquisition Institute (FAI) is a federal government agency which serves the entire federal acquisition community.   Training through FAI is offered both online and in the classroom and is always free to federal employees.

The FAI online registration system is called FAITAS.   Everyone within the acquisition community is asked to establish their profile in FAITAS no later than February 15, 2012 which will enable you to enroll in training.
Please note - to establish your profile, you will need to list your supervisor who must also establish a profile.   Creating your profile only takes a few minutes and is done at the following link:  www.fai.gov 
If you have technical problems, you can always contact the FAI Help Desk as noted further below.
PLEASE NOTE:  You may get a “warning message” when you go onto the FAI site due to an expired security certificate saying the site is unsafe.    This issue has been reported to CIT.  The site in fact safe and you should proceed.  Further issues in getting into the site, we recommend that you contact the NIH Help Desk for assistance, not the Acquisition Career Program (we are not IT support specialists and do not have the resources to answer IT-related questions like a Help Desk function).
