ITEM 100.  TYPE OF PROCUREMENT ACTION

Definition: A code indicating the type of action reported.

Document covering new work defining specifications, conditions, and negotiated clauses pertaining to a contractual agreement between the government and a non-government contractor.  A new contract will obligate funds and specify the period of performance covered by the funds.

MAJOR Modification

Contract modification, excluding options and incremental funding actions, which provides for additional supplies, equipment, or services.  It obligates additional funds and may extend the period of performance.
3
MINOR Modification

Contract modification which does not meet the tests for coding as Type 2, Type 5, or Type 7.  In general, actions such as cost overruns, change orders, no cost time extensions, administrative changes, changes to delivery schedules, etc. will be codes Type 3.  Actions that obligate funds may be coded Type 3 if no "new work" is involved.  If a Type 2, Type 5, or Type 7 test is met, use that particular code.
  

 
4
LETTER Contract 

Written preliminary contractual document which authorizes immediate commencement of work and stipulates maximum fund obligations which may be incurred prior to negotiation of a definitive contract.  A letter contract will be superseded by a definitive contract at the earliest possible date, usually within 90 days.
