Lessons learned:

Correction:  Tom Paine exposed what he saw as fraud committed by Silas Deane in the use of a Cost Plus Percentage of Cost contract with France for war materials during the Revolutionary War. Deane was successful in getting crucial war materials shipped from France, and was credited with recruiting Lafayette to the American cause.
