From the Capital Beltway:   Take the Capital Beltway (I-495) to Tysons Corner, Virginia and exit at Rt. 7 West  (Exit #47).  From the top of the Exit ramp, travel approximately 19.5 miles to Rt. 659,  Belmont Ridge Road.  [NOTE:  Do NOT turn after 18 miles where there is a LANSDOWNE sign on Rt. 7 – continue on to Belmont Ridge Road.] Turn right onto Belmont Ridge Road and follow the signs to the National Conference Center. You’ll have to stop at the Security Trailer and give your name to the security guard before you can enter the Conference Center complex. Follow the signs to the general parking lot (NOT the Visitors Parking lot) and park your vehicle.  You may walk (5 minutes) to the West Building or wait for a shuttle bus to bring you to the West Building (shuttle runs every 10 minutes).  If you’re staying overnight, check in will not be until 5:00 p.m., but there will be a secure room to store your luggage, so bring your luggage with you.

From the Capital Beltway:  Exit at Rt. 267 West, Dulles Toll Road (Exit #45) and stay in the local lanes, NOT the express airport traffic lanes.  [The Dulles Toll Road will cost about $2.00.]  Remain on the Dulles Toll Road for approximately 20 miles following signs to the Dulles Greenway towards Leesburg.  Take the Dulles Greenway [you will go through a second toll booth and pay another toll] for approximately 6 miles, exiting at Rt. 659 North (Exit #4).  Proceed on Rt. 659 North (Belmont Ridge Road) for approximately 3.5 miles (you’ll cross Rt. 7) and follow the signs to the National Conference Center. You’ll have to stop at the Security Trailer and give the security guard your name before you can enter the Conference Center complex.   Follow the signs to the general parking lot (NOT the Visitors Parking lot) and park your vehicle.  You may walk (5 minutes) to the West Building or wait for a shuttle bus to bring you to the West Building (shuttle runs every 10 minutes).  If you’re staying overnight, check in will not be until 5:00 p.m., but there will be a secure room to store your luggage, so bring your luggage with you.

From Frederick, Maryland:  Take Rt.15 South to the Leesburg, Virginia area. [Use the Rt. 15 bypass around Leesburg – don’t take Rt. 15 Business into Leesburg.]   Take the Rt. 7 East Exit. Travel on Rt. 7 East for approximately 2.5 miles to Rt. 659, Belmont Ridge Road.  Turn left onto Belmont Ridge Road and follow the signs to the National Conference Center. You’ll have to stop at the Security Trailer and give the security guard your name before you can enter the Conference Center complex.  Follow the signs to the general parking lot (NOT the Visitors parking lot) and park your vehicle.  You may walk (5 minutes) to the West Building or wait for a shuttle bus to bring you to the West Building (shuttle runs every 10 minutes).  If you’re staying overnight, check in will not be until 5:00 p.m., but there will be a secure room to store your luggage, so bring your luggage with you.

Via White’s Ferry:  From I-270, take the Rt. 28 West Exit (Exit #6B – Darnestown).  Travel approximately 11 miles to Rt. 107.  Bear left onto Rt. 107 and travel approximately 5 miles to Poolesville.  Continue through Poolesville and travel approximately 6.5 miles to White’s Ferry.  Catch the car Ferry across the Potomac River ($3.00 one way, $5.00 round trip).  From the Virginia side of the Potomac River, follow White’s Ferry Road to Rt. 15.  Turn left onto Rt. 15 and continue on Rt. 15 to the Rt. 7 East Exit.  [Use the Rt. 15 bypass around Leesburg – don’t take Rt. 15 Business into Leesburg.]  Travel on Rt. 7 East for approximately 2.5 miles to Rt. 659, Belmont Ridge Road.  Turn left onto Belmont Ridge Road and follow the signs to the National Conference Center. You’ll have to stop at the Security Trailer and give the security guard your name before you can enter the Conference Center complex.  Follow the signs to the general parking lot (NOT the Visitors parking lot) and park your vehicle.  You may walk (5 minutes) to the West Building or wait for a shuttle bus to bring you to the West Building (shuttle runs every 10 minutes).  If you’re staying overnight, check in will not be until 5:00 p.m., but there will be a secure room to store your luggage, so bring your luggage with you.

From Woodbridge, Va.:  Take Rt. 123 North to the Fairfax County Parkway (Rt. 7100) North.  Follow Rt. 7100 (approximately 25 miles) to the Rt. 7 West Exit.  Follow Rt. 7 West for approximately 10 miles to Belmont Ridge Road. [ NOTE:  Do NOT turn after 8 miles where there is a LANSDOWNE sign on Rt. 7 – continue on to Belmont Ridge Road.] Turn right onto Belmont Ridge Road and follow the signs to the National Conference Center.  You’ll have to stop at the Security Trailer and give the security guard your name before you can enter the Conference Center complex.  Follow the signs to the general parking lot (NOT the Visitors Parking lot) and park your vehicle.  You may walk (5 minutes) to the West Building or wait for a shuttle bus to bring you to the West Building (shuttle runs every 10 minutes). If you’re staying overnight, check in will not be until 5:00 p.m., but there will be a secure room to store your luggage, so bring your luggage with you.

From Dulles Airport:  There is a shuttle to the Conference Center that runs on Sundays only ($15/person).  Taxi fare to the Conference Center is approximately $35.  Have the shuttle or taxi take you to the West Building.   Driving directions if renting a car:  When leaving the airport on the airport road, stay in the right hand lane and take the Exit marked Rt. 267, Leesburg and travel West through the Toll Booth [$2.00].  Continue on Rt. 267 West (Dulles Greenway) for approximately 6 miles and exit at Rt. 659 North (Exit #4).   Proceed on Rt. 659 North (Belmont Ridge Road) for approximately 3.5 miles (you’ll cross Rt. 7) and follow the signs to the National Conference Center. You’ll have to stop at the Security Trailer and give the security guard your name before you can enter the Conference Center complex. Follow the signs to the general parking lot (NOT the Visitors Parking lot) and park your vehicle.
